Dear Friends,


For the past eighteen years, Dairy Day has been a fantastic community event, drawing hundreds of people to celebrate the history and impact of agriculture in our county.  Dairy Day has become an annual tradition and the planning of our Nineteenth Annual Dairy Day is underway!  A committee consisting of dairy farmers, Cornell Cooperative Extension, Farm Bureau members, USDA employees, and local Chenango County businesses are planning a fun-filled and exciting 2019 Dairy Day.

Plans are underway to hold the 2018 Dairy Day celebration on Saturday, June 15th at the Chenango County Fairgrounds.  Similar to previous years, we are planning to begin the day with a parade in the City of Norwich leading to the Fairgrounds where family activities and educational exhibits celebrating Chenango County’s agricultural heritage and the importance of the dairy industry, its past, present, and future will be held.


We would like you to be a part of this year’s parade, but PLEASE NOTE we are changing the time, and the starting location and route will be the same as last year!  The parade is scheduled to begin at 10:00 am and will travel from the Achieve parking lot at the intersection of East Main Street and Midland Drive (next to Magro’s Pizza and across the street from Bohemian Moon and Eike’s restaurants) in Norwich to the fairgrounds on Maydole Street.  The parade will turn left behind the grandstand and end on the midway area next to Exhibition Hall.  

We are looking for floats, bands, groups of marchers, and any other creative ways to represent your organization or business.   Although we would prefer that your entry somehow recognize agriculture in Chenango County, it is by no means a requirement to participate.  We do expect a large turnout for the parade this year, so it will be a great way to get your name out to the public as a supporter of our county’s largest industry and the hard working, dedicated farm families of our community.  If it does rain, the parade will go on as scheduled!


We have enclosed a registration form for you to send back if you’d like to participate, as well as guidelines for your entry in the parade – please note the guidelines for floats. Float and Parade Guidelines

Parade Line-Up: 9:15 AM 
Designated Line-Up Area:  Achieve parking lot, Midland Drive
1. Categories are open.  However, keep in mind the theme of the parade:

Dairy and/or Agriculture

2. The float can be a self-contained unit (i.e. flatbed truck, etc.) 

3. Floats on flatbeds must have a solid safety railing at least 2.5 feet above the floor to prevent people on the float from falling over the side.  People must be seated on chairs or the floor – no standing while the float is in motion.
4. Candidates for political office must limit their entry to one vehicle that the candidate provides and no more than 15 supporters walking or riding.  Placement in the parade order will be by date entry is received, not by preference to any particular political party or candidate.

5. Any unit being pulled must have safety chain in place.

6. No higher than 13 feet.  Preferably no wider than a wagon or truck.

7. All favors must be handed out.  Nothing is to be thrown from the unit into the crowd.

8. Someone must be with the float at all times and available to answer questions.

9. Have the name of the organization sponsoring the float and the theme on it.

- NOTE:  Volunteers from Frontier Communications will assist with the line-up – please look for them upon your arrival - they will have company shirts.
10. You are responsible for maintaining control of your unit at all times.

11. If you have live animals on or with a float, you are responsible for cleaning up after them and maintaining control of the animals.  This includes during the parade so others do not have to walk through any “droppings”.

12. Liability is to be provided by the owners of any animals in the parade.

13. The parade will not be cancelled due to inclement weather.  Fairgrounds activities will continue as planned.

14. We ask that parade entries remain on the fairgrounds after the parade for a minimum of 30 minutes (until approximately 11:00 am), although longer is encouraged.
