Three Chenango County 4-H teens participated in March Dog Madness on Saturday, March 7th, a statewide
NYS 4-H Animal Science Program event hosted at Cornell University. The program offered youth a full day
of hands-on learning focused on canine care, behavior, and responsible dog ownership. The event began
with a virtual presentation on Canine Nutrition by Dr. Nancy Dreschel, providing foundational knowledge
on feeding and health management.

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Shooting Sports has been going strong and continues to grow,thanks in part to the volunteers who successfully
raised funds over the past few months to purchase much-needed equipment for the program, allowing them
to serve even more youth. Although they took December off for the holidays and winter weather has reduced
participation slightly, the dedicated members continue to show up consistently, and attendance is expected to
rebound once activities can move back outdoors. The 4-H'ers are actively developing their marksmanship skills
in archery, air rifles, .22s, and air pistols, all while our certified instructors maintain a strong emphasis on safety
throughout ther entire program.

4-H Educator Micaela held a rabbit clinic on Jan. 24th. Nineteen youth came to learn essential skills like
proper handling and posing, how to prepare a rabbit for show and what attire is approapriate for showing.

ISTRALIGHT ACRES FARM TOUR

On Sunday, a group of our 4-H youth braved the weather to tour Starlight Acres Farm and learn all about
their sheep solar grazing business. The youth explored what makes hair sheep unique, discovered how
sheep help manage vegetation on solar fields, and even got to snuggle some of the new spring lambs!

On March 8th, six 4-H youth participated in an engaging, hands-on Equine Showmanship Clinic hosted
at Hidden Ponds Stables. This clinic provided an excellent opportunity for youth to strengthen their
horsemanship skills and build confidence in preparation for the upcoming show season. Participants
practiced a variety of showmanship patterns, learned the expectations for presenting both themselves and
their horses in the show ring, and benefited from individualized guidance throughout the session. Youth
also had the opportunity to ask questions and receive direct feedback to support their continued growth
in equine handling and showmanship. We extend our appreciation to Hidden Ponds Stables for providing
a supportive learning environment and for generously hosting the event. Special thanks to Katelyn Brandt
for leading the clinic and sharing her expertise.

On March 12th, 4-H youth got creative as they learned the basics of melt-and-pour
soap making! They started by learning how to properly measure ingredients and
then decided what kind of soap they wanted to create from scents to colors. After
melting and pouring their mixtures, participants watched their soaps take shape and
left with their own handmade bars to take home and enjoy. This fun, hands-on program
introduced youth to the art of soap making while encouraging creativity and attention
to detail.

Eleven Cloverbuds
gathered to try their hand using sewing machines. They first learn safe sewing skills, parts of the sewing
machine, and practice sewing straight lines and curves.

The second and third year Cloverbuds began a more difficult project that
was very colorful patchwork fish. This group of 4-H'ers finished their projects on April 25th.
